After all, despite her
young age, she has a huge amount of
experience behind her - the athlete
is a participant in the Olympic Games
in Tokyo, which were held in 2021. At
the main Games 4 years old Zaza did
not become the prize-winners, though
she was recognized as the youngest
participant of the Games in the capital
of Japan.

In
addition to these achievements, the 14-year-
old jumper fulfilled the standard of the master
of sports of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) in
Yakut jumps! Ekaterina Ivanova from the Siberian
Federal District took the second place in the
«ystanga», Alissa Issayeva from Kazakhstan
closed the top three winners.

0On the third and final day, the kuobah jumping
competition will be held. Here the fate of the
absolute champions of the Children of Asia Games
will be decided.

TWO HUNDREDTHS DECIDE

On July 1st young athletes ran
100 and 110 meters hurdles, 200
meters, 800 meters, and jumped
in the high jump. After finishing,
some collapsed in exhaustion on
the track. One foreign runner was
carried off on a stretcher after
tearing a muscle at the finish of
the 800 meters. A Syrian girl fell at
ahurdle, ran to the finish, and burst
into tears..

In the final of the 110 meters
hurdles, Belarusian Ilya Kareba
(1448 seconds) led from the
start, but at the very finish
line, he was overtaken by two
hundredths by Matvey Chulkin
from the Urals (14.46 seconds).
Another representative of Belarus,
Stanislau Stsiamasau, won bronze.
In the 100 meters hurdles for
girls, Angelina Shrubyanets from
Kazakhstan won (14.79). The vice-
champion was 0lga Chipashvili
from the Far Eastern Federal
District (14.95), and the bronze went
to Shodiyona Rahmonova from
Uzbekistan (15.03).

These same two hundredths
separated Victoria Ursova the Far
Eastern Federal District (2:14.06)
from Ekaterina Ivanova from the
Siberian Federal District (2:14.08).
Ekaterina led for 798 meters out
of 800, but at the very finish line,
Victoria caught up and crossed the
line first with her toe, as shown by

the photo finish. Ursova became a
two-time champion of the Games.

In the boys' 800 meters
(considered the most difficult
distance), the champion was Nikita
Popov from Siberia (1:58.75). The
silver went to Ivan Svalov from
the Urals (1:59.42). The bronze was
taken by Gleb zZimin from Siberia
(2:00.53).

In the 200 meters final,
Belarusian Hanna  Arlouskaya
(25.50) knew no equal, becoming
a two-time champion of the
Games. The second place went to
Yuliya Dyomkina from Kazakhstan
(26.98), and the bronze to another
representative of Belarus,
Daminika Kel (26.02). In the same
distance for boys, Belarusian
Yahor Biareshka (22.99) led for a
long time, but at the finish, he was
overtaken by Ivan Shilets from the
same country (22.95).

Inthe high jump, llya Boyarnikov
from the Urals, having cleared 195
cm, was already competing only
with the height - his rivals had
fallen behind. llya jumped 197 cm,
setting a personal record. Then
he soared above the rainbow to
2 meters! He showed his biceps
on the screen and attempted
2 meters 03 centimeters three
times. The Tuymaada Stadium
had already seen records in Yakut
jumps vyesterday - it means it
brings luck to athletes!

CLIMBING WALL HAS OPENED

Rock climbing was included in the
program of the Children of Asia Games
for the first time. However, this sport
became Olympic only a few years ago
— the Tokyo Games opened up new
horizons for rock climbing. However,
at the Games in Yakutsk, rock climbing
is still presented as a demonstration
sport. That is why the results of the
athletes will not be included in the
medal standings of the Children of
Asia Games. 47 young athletes aged
14-15 from Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan,
Azerbaijan and six federal districts
of Russia took part in the climbing
tournament within the framework of
the 8th Children of Asia Games. The
Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) fielded
two more teams as hosts. There are
3 boys and 3 girls in each of them.
Athletes will compete for 6 sets of
awards in the disciplines of difficulty
climbing, speed and bouldering over

the course of five days.

The idea of inclusion in the
program arose in 2022. After that, the
Organizing Committee of the Games
and the Russian Climbing Federation
did a great job. The main task was to
install a new modern climbing wall in
the capital of Yakutia. This project was
implemented thanks to the Russian
Olympic Athletes Support Fund. So the
complex of climbing walls for three
disciplines was built in the Dokhsun
Sports Complex. Its maximum height
is 16 meters. The walls consist of a
30-meter-wide difficulty climbing
module, a 26-meter-wide and
5-meter-high  bouldering module,
and a 15-meter-high speed climbing
sector.

Yesterday, the grand opening of
the climbing wall, which will become
another heritage site of the Children
of Asia Games, was attended by
Vladimir Maksimov, President of
the Children of Asia International

Committee, Rodion Plitukhin, Vice-
President of the Children of Asia
International  Committee, Dmitry
Bychkov, President of the Russian
Climbing Federation, and Leonid
Spiridonov, Minister of Sports of
Yakutia. The presence of such an
object in the capital of the republic
will allow rock climbing in Yakutia to
reach a new qualitative level.
