Phongsavanh Sengmany
and Philavong  Phimmahaxay,
under the guidance of coach
Thiphakone Southtammavong,
hope to win the Children of Asia
Games medals for the first time in
the history of their country.

In the Yakutsk Children and
Youth Sports School No. 3, alumni
of the Games of different years
held a master class in freestyle
wrestling. It was attended by 70
young wrestlers of the republic,
coaches of Yakutia and the
national team of Kazakhstan.

Alexander Bogomoev is a
participant in the Il Children of
Asia Games, champion of the
European Games 2015, European
champion 2020, three-time
winner of the Ivan Yarygin Grand
Prix. He has taught the children
a master class. After a warm-up,
the children have learnt wrestling
techniques.

Bogomoev said that firstly
young athletes should follow
discipline, listen to the coach
and, of course, set big goals and
go for them. «For children, first
of all, the motivation is the fact
that there are already Olympic
champions in our republic. They
start to think that if they can do
it, so can I», he continued.

Sakshi Malik is the champion
of the IV Children of Asia Games,
bronze medalist of the Olympic
Games in Rio de Janeiro, silver
and bronze medalist of the
Commonwealth Games and the
Asian Championship. She told
about her success story and
answered questions from young
wrestlers.

“I have about 50-60 medals in
total, but the most memorable
was the Children of Asia Games
medal. After that, | didn't count
them anymore. There are few
women in wrestling, but after
my victory at the Olympics,
mothers began to send their
daughters to the wrestling
section more often. | express
my gratitude to the Children
of Asia International Sports
Games Organizing Committee
and | wish all participants good
luck and victories!”, shared her
impressions Sakshi Malik, the star
of Indian women's wrestling.

The second day of the individual
championship of the Games is
already going on here.

Among the 19 boys, FIDE masters
Daniyal Sapenov from Kazakhstan
(personal  rating 2339), Alan
Petukhov (Kazakhstan, 2181), Leonid
Levchenko (St. Petersburg, 2129),
Seder Mohammed (Palestine, 2077),
Emir Sherzhenbekov (Kazakhstan,
2042) and Albert Postnikov (Yakutia,
2036) are claiming the victory.

Albert Postnikov was coached
by Afanasy Pavlov at the Chess and
Checkers Center in Yakutsk at the
age of 6. He is capable of becoming
an international master. Now he is
a FIDE candidate. In the first round,
he outplayed Awad Ahmed from
Palestine (rating 1971). In the second

round, the Palestinian was also
defeated by the second Yakutian,
Arthur Vasilyev (1934).

Among the boys, there are also

representatives  of  Kyrgyzstan,
Uzbekistan, Mongolia, Bahrain,
Russia - Moscow, FEFD, UrfD, SFD
and Yakutia. Among the 15 girls,
the same countries and federal
districts, except for Bahrain. The
youngest in the chess tournament
is the charming 10-year-old
Palestinian Seder Randa (born in
2014) with a rating of 1710, which is

quite decent for her age.
Possible winners are Diana
Khafizova (Moscow, 2119),

Altynbek Aiaru (Kazakhstan, 1928).
Participating from Yakutia are
Victoria Stepanova (1669), Valeria
Sleptsova (1669) and Anastasia
Kaplich (1456).
